Letter of Notification  

 
 

 A Letter of Notification will be included with your exam answer booklet. 
 The purpose of this letter is to provide markers with guidance about your 

condition. It alerts the marker that you have the condition and asks for this 
to be taken into account in regards to sentence structure, spelling, etc. 
when marking. 

 
Room Allocation 
 

 You will be allocated to a different room to the main exam. This room will 
be staffed by specialist invigilators.
